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Portfolio Turnover

The fund pays transaction costs, such
as commissions, when it buys and
sells securities (or "turns over" its
portfolio). A higher portfolio turnover
rate may indicate higher transaction
costs and may result in higher taxes
when fund shares are held in a tax-
able account. These costs, which are
not reflected in annual operating ex-
penses or in the example, affect the
fund's performance. During the most
recent fiscal year, the fund's portfolio
turnover rate was 79% of the average
value of its portfolio.

Principal Investment
Strategies
l Normally investing at least 80% of
assets in securities included in the
Bloomberg U.S. 1-5 Year Govern-
ment/Credit Bond Index, a market
value-weighted index of fixed-rate in-
vestment-grade debt securities with
maturities from one to five years from
the U.S. Treasury, U.S. Govern-
ment-Related, and U.S. Corporate In-
dexes.

l Normally maintaining a dol-
lar-weighted average maturity that
generally is expected to be three years
or less, consistent with that of the in-
dex.

l Using statistical sampling tech-
niques based on duration, maturity,
interest rate sensitivity, security
structure, and credit quality to at-
tempt to replicate the returns of the
Bloomberg U.S. 1-5 Year Govern-
ment/Credit Bond Index using a smal-
ler number of securities.

l Engaging in transactions that have
a leveraging effect on the fund, in-
cluding investments in derivatives -
such as swaps (interest rate, total re-
turn, and credit default), options, and
futures contracts - and forward-set-
tling securities, to adjust the fund's
risk exposure.

l Investing in domestic and foreign
issuers.

Principal Investment
Risks
l Interest Rate Changes.
Interest rate increases can cause the
price of a debt security to decrease.

l Foreign Exposure.
Foreign markets can be more volatile
than the U.S. market due to increased
risks of adverse issuer, political, regu-
latory, market, or economic develop-
ments and can perform differently
from the U.S. market.

l Prepayment.
The ability of an issuer of a debt se-
curity to repay principal prior to a se-
curity's maturity can cause greater
price volatility if interest rates
change.
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l Issuer-Specific Changes.
The value of an individual security or
particular type of security can be
more volatile than, and can perform
differently from, the market as a
whole.

A decline in the credit quality of an is-
suer or a provider of credit support or
a maturity-shortening structure for a
security can cause the price of a se-
curity to decrease.

l Correlation to Index.
The performance of the fund and its
underlying index may vary somewhat
due to factors such as fees and ex-
penses of the fund, transaction costs,
sample selection, regulatory restric-
tions, and timing differences as-
sociated with additions to and
deletions from the index. Errors in the
construction or calculation of the in-
dex may occur from time to time and
may not be identified and corrected
for some period of time, which may
have an adverse impact on the fund
and its shareholders.

l Passive Management Risk.
The fund is managed with a passive
investment strategy, attempting to
track the performance of an unman-
aged index of securities, regardless of
the current or projected performance
of the fund’s index or of the actual se-
curities included in the index. This
differs from an actively managed fund,
which typically seeks to outperform a
benchmark index. As a result, the
fund’s performance could be lower
than actively managed funds that may
shift their portfolio assets to take ad-

vantage of market opportunities or
lessen the impact of a market decline
or a decline in the value of one or
more issuers.

l Leverage Risk.
Leverage can increase market expos-
ure, magnify investment risks, and
cause losses to be realized more
quickly.
